On arrival you will be given a health & safety briefing detailing how to make the most of your visit. We will also explain to you the structure and order of the day’s activities, including arrangements and facilities for lunch.
The day’s activities include meeting and feeding the Walby Farm Park animals, a walk along the farm nature trail where children can take part in a quiz, feeding the hens and collecting the eggs, meeting the horses and ponies and a visit to our pet’s corner where the children can hold a selection of baby animals including rabbits, guinea pigs and chicks. 
You will be designated an area in which to eat your lunch time picnic. 
After lunch a member of staff will liaise with you to organise the afternoon activities, these include one of our pre-selected optional talks and a craft activity. Talks can be adapted and personalised to any age of student and include ‘Caring for animals’ and ‘How farmers help us’. 
Hygiene is of up most importance and you will be asked to wash your hands after activities involving contact with the animals and also at regular intervals during the day, we would ask that everyone washes their hands using hot water and soap and to dry them thoroughly using the paper towels provided. 
Please make sure that hands are washed again before leaving the farm.

Alcohol hand gel is NOT a replacement for hand washing with 
soap and hot water.
Play time we have excellent indoor and outdoor picnic facilities and can provide undercover accommodation in the event of wet weather. The Curly Tails Cafe serves hot and cold refreshments and a selection of homemade food. 
We have the largest indoor play area in Cumbria as well as an outdoor play area. Schools are reminded that Walby Farm Park has carried out its own risk assesment; however we recommend Schools do take the opportunity to come along on pre-visit. 
Schools must also have their own appointed first aider.
We ask that all safety instructions are followed when using the play equipment and that all children are supervised by an adult at all times. SOCKS MUST BE WORN IN THE PLAYBARN
The Staff are on hand to make your day run smoothly and answer any questions or queries you may have about Walby Farm Park or your visit.
Wellington boots or outdoor shoes are advisable.
